The Center for Excellence in Autism Research (CeFAR) at the University of Pittsburgh, 
directed by Dr. Nancy Minshew, is looking for children and adults to participate in our 
research studies about how people with autism see and think about the world and how 
the brain works.   

CeFAR is one of nine Collaborative Programs of Excellence in Autism (CPEA) and one 
of six Autism Centers of Excellence (ACE) funded by the National Institutes of Health.  

We are looking for individuals who will meet research criteria for High Functioning 
Autism or Asperger's Syndrome with an IQ between 80-120, and between 8-45 years 
old.   

Tests involve computers, paper-and-pencil, brain imaging (fMRI), and optional blood for 
genetic studies.  There are no charges for tests.  You are reimbursed for participating. 

Testing takes place in Pittsburgh. Transportation costs and hotel are reimbursed. 
Testing is conducted on weekdays, evenings and weekends. 

If you or your child participates, you will receive a state-of-the-art research diagnostic 
report, and results from IQ, language, problem solving and social thinking tests.  All 
results remain confidential to the research project.
